Photography Services Agreement

1. It is understood that Glass Photography (GP) is the exclusive official professional photographer and others taking photographs will be permitted only at our discretion.

GP shall not be held responsible for the loss of photographs/video due to the wedding starting late, mismanagement of time, other vendors seeking to leave, not giving Glass Photography sufficient time for the completion of services.

GP shall have the right to remove or insist upon the removal of any person, camera flash, digital camera, and/or floodlights that may interfere with our ability to provide our services. If persons are late or unavailable when formals are being photographed, coverage will continue with or without them.

The client’s failure to comply with the requests of the photographer(s) shall constitute a breach of this agreement by the client and relieve the photographer(s) of all obligations, liabilities, and loss of initial retainer made by signing party. No other images can be created by video images, electronic (digital) imaging, Polaroid, may not be offered for sale at this event without the authorization of GP.

All negatives, photographs and/or videotapes created by GP are copyrighted and protected by the Federal Copyright Law of the United States of America. Failure to comply will result in legal action.

2. GP reserves the right to use all photographs/videotapes for print competition, display, slides, publications, exhibition, general advertisement, or any other positive purposes thought proper. Negatives and videos will remains the exclusive property of GP unless otherwise stated and agreed upon.
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3. Payment schedule is as follows:

· 1/3 payable at signing of agreement to secure date

· 1/3 payable eight (8) weeks before wedding

· 1/3 payable four (4) weeks before wedding

4. The original album/proofless album/CD, which will include all the images taken the day of the wedding/event, may be purchased at a reduced rate only after the client has made a selection from one of the Collections and this amount is added to this Service Agreement. If after the wedding you would like to purchase the original album or CD, then it would be calculated on a “per-print” basis.

5. Upon signing the agreement GP reserves the date and time agreed upon. In case of a postponement and/or cancellation the retainer paid is nonrefundable and the agreement is subject to a $250.00 cancellation fee.

6. There is an additional $400.00 fee for providing our services during a holiday weekend. Example: Independence Day (Fourth of July), Labor Day, Memorial Day, Mother’s Day, Father’s Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas).

7. It is our intent to begin the formal photography TWO AND ONE HALF HOURS (2 ½) before the start of the actual wedding ceremony, otherwise we will start all wedding coverage  ONE (1) HOUR BEFORE the ceremony. All weddings running over the allotted time will be accessed at $175.00 per hour and/or prorated to the quarter-hour. Therefore, it is imperative to plan and arrange your wedding to begin on time. Overtime is paid on the delivery of wedding originals and payable by cash only. If payment is not made, then the album must not be left in the client’s possession. Any other expenses such as bridge toll, park admission, parking, etc., will be charged to the client. A separate invoice will be submitted to the client after the event.

8. Photography coverage will start at __________ a.m./p.m. and will end at __________a.m./p.m., which consists of ___________ hours. Overtime will begin at ___________ a.m./p.m. Any overtime will be payable, cash only, at the time of delivery of the wedding originals.

9. Approximately ______________ weeks after the wedding the original wedding images will be delivered. This delivery will be arranged by appointment.

10. All original photographs (originals) submitted to the client will remain the property of GP and are only LOANED to the client to make final wedding album selections, unless otherwise indicated in writing. Should you fail for any reason to return the photography album in a time period of ___________ weeks from the date delivered, it will be understood that you have elected to purchase ALL photographs (entire album) in your possession. The client will be held accountable to pay GP for the photographs at the rate of finished 4 x 6 photographs multiplied by the number of prints in the wedding album. At this time, the client shall no longer have the option to return the photographs for credit.

11. All special request photographs or selections given to the photographer from a list or verbal request special grouping, table photographs, etc., must be purchased at the minimum size of 5 x 7 in addition to the wedding collection agreement.

12. GP will use his/her best effort in finding a suitable location to photograph, unless restricted by matters beyond our control. The client choice of apparel or closing of eyes by bride, groom and various other parties is beyond the control of the photographer. Retouching service to open eyes, removal of objects, changing backgrounds or adding/deleting a person from a photograph are possible at an additional cost. Retouching for acne, softening of facial lines, or removing glare from glasses is charged as an additional fee, per negative and per print. A quote may be provided before actual work is completed.

13. GP cannot be held responsible for lack of coverage resulting from wedding scheduling complications caused by anyone in the wedding, wedding party, or other vendors, (e.g., transportation service) or by the church restrictions regarding photography. The failure of GP to take specific photographs for whatever reason shall not be a defense to any action brought by GP for monies due under this agreement as long as sufficient photographs have been taken to cover the contracted agreement.

14. Any wedding party (including bride and groom) in excess of _________ persons will be charged __________ per person added to this Service Agreement, or wedding collection must begin with the _______________________ Collection.

The Love Story is an outdoor or studio portrait session of the Bride and Groom, taken prior to the wedding. This is an excellent opportunity for us to become acquainted and begin to work with you before your wedding. A portrait (chosen by you from your originals) will be framed and displayed during your wedding reception. The portrait is a gift from GP.  The remaining images from the Love Story may be purchased and incorporated in your final wedding album.

15. Client will be responsible for any shipping and handling of photographs, original album, final bride’s album, and/or anything sent out of state. Whenever necessary, Federal Express is the preferred delivery/next-day service.

16. No videotaping (of any kind) will be permitted if GP formal poses or portraits. This is non-negotiable, if client uses outside video personnel other than GP.

17. Client agrees to the above terms and conditions, which have been read and fully understood at the signing of this agreement.
